	Where can I find relevant legislation with regard to the CO2 emissions trading scheme for aircraft operators?

	

	
	In the Flemish Region the following regulations apply:

· the Decree of 2 April 2004 for the reduction of the emission of greenhouse gases in the Flemish Region by promoting rational energy use, the use of renewable energy sources and the application of flexibility mechanisms from the Kyoto Protocol, last amended by the decree of 8 May 2009, (REU decree);
· the decision of the Flemish Government of 4 September 2009 amending the decision of the Flemish Government of 7 December 2007 on greenhouse gas emission allowance trading (EAT decision);
· the ministerial decision of (…) with regard to the determination of guidelines for monitoring and reporting emissions and tonne-kilometre data from aviation activities;
· the ministerial decision of 7 December 2009 with regard to the determination of templates and explanations to notify a high impact abnormal circumstance CO2-emissions and tonne-kilometre data and a substantial change CO2-emissions and tonne-kilometre data in the context of the European CO2emission trading scheme for aircraft operators;

· the ministerial decision of 7 December 2009 with regard to the determination of templates and explanations of the logbook abnormal circumstance CO2-emissions and tonne-kilometre data and the logbook change CO2-emissions and tonne-kilometre data in the context of the European CO2emission trading scheme for aircraft operators;

· the ministerial decision of 7 December 2009 with regard to the determination of the monitoringplan CO2-emissions and the monitoringplan tonne-kilometre data.

	What is a substantial change CO2 emissions?

	

	
	A change CO2 emissions is defined in Article 1, point 47 of the EAT decision. This concerns a change in the content or underlying procedures of the approved monitoring plan for CO2 emissions  which is not temporary and concerns the monitoring methodology or the rules and procedures for obtaining, processing, registering, reporting or securing the quality of the data, with a view to reporting of CO2 emissions.
A substantial change CO2 emissions is defined in Article 1, point 49 of the EATdecision. This concerns a change CO2 emissions which relates, either to:

1° the start of the use of a new generic type of aircraft, including new long-term leasing operation;
2° a change in the call sign or other unique designator which is used for air traffic control purposes for all or part of the fleet of the aircraft operator; 
3° a change in the status of the aircraft operator (commercial versus non-commercial);
4° a change in the formula used to determine the fuel consumption per flight;
5° a change in the data sources used to determine the data of the fuel taken on board or the amount of fuel in the fuel tank of the aircraft, or a change in the methods for sending, storing and retrieving those data;
6° a change in the method used to determine the density of the fuel for a particular type of aircraft; 
7° the application of the fall-back method by the aircraft operator in the absence of data, as a result of which at least one percent of the CO2 emissions  to be monitored on an annual basis is influenced;
8° a change in the procedures which influence the methodology for the registration, processing and securing of the data with a view to the reporting of CO2 emissions;
9° a change in the average annual CO2 emissions, which means that the aircraft operator is obliged to use a different level for determining fuel consumption;
10° a change in the number of flights or in the total annual emissions which means that the aircraft operator exceeds the threshold determined for small emitters;
11° a change in the  fuels used to carry out aviation activities.

	

	
	When should you notify a substantial change CO2 emissions?

	

	
	You should report any substantial change CO2 emissions to the Air, Nuisance, Risk Management, Environment and Health division of the Environment, Nature and Energy Department and present it for approval starting from the time you know about it or could have reasonably known about it.

You should present a substantial change CO2 emissions  to the division, if:

1° 
the outcome is a better accuracy in terms of the data provided, unless that is not technically feasible or results in unreasonable cost;  

2° 
the division requires the change CO2 emissions; 
3° 
errors are discovered in the data ensuing from the monitoring methodology; 
4° 
the approved monitoring plan or the underlying procedures are no longer consistent with the rules defined by the Minister responsible for the Environment.

You may also act on your own initiative to present a substantial change CO2 emissions to the division.

	

	
	How should a substantial change in CO2 emissions be notified?

	

	
	The form ‘Notification for a substantial change CO2 emissions’ should preferably be completed electronically. This form should be printed out, signed and sent, where appropriate, along with the proposal for an adjustment to the monitoring plan for CO2 emissions as a result of the substantial change, by registered mail to the Air, Nuisance, Risk Management, Environment and Health division of the Environment, Nature and Energy Department. The address is featured on the top of this form. Your registered mail should also be accompanied by a digital version of this form on an electronic medium, and a signed letter, in which you declare that the digital information provided is fully consistent with the hard copy. 	How is your notification about a substantial change CO2 emissions dealt with?

	

	
	The Air, Nuisance, Risk Management, Environment and Health division sends a notification to the aircraft operator to confirm that the Notification for a substantial change CO2 emissions has been received. The division immediately forwards the report form to the verification office.

During the verification of the substantial change CO2 emissions the verification office may get in touch with the aircraft operator to seek further information. Where appropriate, the verification office may perform verification activities at sites the aircraft operator uses to carry out the aviation activities. The verification office forwards the division the verified substantial change CO2 emissions with an advisory opinion about an approval.

In the light of the advisory opinion the verification office provides, the division approves the substantial change or otherwise, and, where appropriate, the proposed adjustment to the monitoring plan. The division provides the aircraft operator with a reasoned opinion about the approval or rejection by registered mail. 

The division may decide to grant a temporary approval for a substantial change CO2 emissions in which case a number of conditions are set which the aircraft operator has to meet within a certain period of time. The final approval or rejection of a substantial change CO2 emissions depends on whether the aircraft operator succeeds, within the period agreed on, in meeting the conditions that have been set. The division shall rely upon the assistance of the verification office in forming a judgement about whether the conditions have been met within the period decided upon. If the aircraft operator should fail to do so, the division shall reject the substantial change CO2 emissions.
Should the competent authority approve the substantial change CO2 emissions this change shall be added as an addendum to the approved monitoring plan for CO2 emissions.

	

	
	When is a substantial change CO2 emissions included in the logbook?

	

	
	The substantial change in CO2 emissions should be included in the logbook changes CO2 emissions as soon as it is approved by the Air, Nuisance, Risk Management, Environment and Health division.

	

	
	When may you apply a substantial change CO2 emissions?

	

	
	You may apply the substantial change CO2 emissions only once it has been approved by the Air, Nuisance, Risk Management, Environment and Health division.

Should it not be possible to refrain from applying the substantial change until it has been approved, you may go ahead and do so and treat it as an abnormal circumstance until it has been approved. You are required to report any high impact abnormal circumstance and present them to the verification office for approval. The regulations for abnormal circumstances are featured in Article 27/13 of the EAT decision.
